Review of Minutes:  The February Minutes were approved as circulated.  No Meeting in March.
Approval of Agenda:  April Agenda approved as circulated.

Business Arising:  Action List – Jane informed group members that Action List was the forum available for anyone to bring up information or questions.  Fraser gave an update about the Collaborative Organizations series that had been cancelled due to illness.  It is rescheduled to May 10 and 11, and announcements/invitations will be reissued.
Jane showed video on rebuilding of basketball court in Almonte as an example of good Community development.

Poverty WG – Mona sent written report.  Jane commented working group has met twice.

Youth Collective Impact – Fraser gave presentation of group’s meeting, with information on available grants, which are in process of being applied for.  The Perkins property in Perth is possibility for apartments on upper floor, and business offices on lower floor.  Jane has linked Fraser’s presentation to the agenda package on lanarkkids if anyone interested.  The financial plan is being worked out. Fraser and Tanis gave several statistics regarding the homeless youth in Lanark County.
New Business:  
Community Issues- Erin Lee spoke about the work the Community Issues Committee is undertaking, examining the Calls to Action from the Truth and Reconciliation Commission Report.  The WG would like to bring the 10 fundamental principles of the Rights of Indigenous Peoples to the Planning Council to discuss using the 7 Grandfather teachings.  To start, the committee presented a general Truth and Reconciliation Commitment that they would like the Planning Council to endorse. It was recommended that the last “whereas” line in the motion be revised, and to include Smiths Falls, wherever the words Lanark County appear.  The Commitment will return to the Planning Table for further discussion in May.
