Review of Minutes: accepted as read.

Presentation:  
Business Arising:  TRC Commitment. Dave suggested a change in the last paragraph - Change phrase commitment and dedication to work support - members agreed to this. Jane will make the changes and distribute by email. 
The Commitment will be presented at June meeting.  Planning table was in agreement.

Situation Table – Stephanie Gray explained the process of referrals to the Situation Table.  A referral is defined as reaching the intervention stage and consent obtained. She identified 4 key components of the Table which include training, commencing communication, sustainability and table itself, and the 4 filter system to determine if referral is viable.  Otherwise a case is given a number, but no personal information is obtained. Stephanie‘s presentation was based on information obtained from a survey of 35 cases. Largest number of referrals comes from police community.  Alcohol and drugs/mental health issues top the reasons for referrals.  Also large number of referrals is because of geographic isolation and transportation in Lanark County.  Stephanie expressed a willingness to meet and speak with any agency who calls for information.
New Business: Kevin introduced speaker, Ulrike Komaksiutiksak, Parent Lifelines of Eastern Ontario.  Founded by 2 moms at CHEO in 2000, it provides peer support for parents with lived experience.  The mandate is to support, educate, and empower.  PLEO and Open Doors are in partnership.  A support group meets monthly in Carleton Place.  A Help Line is available Monday – Friday 9am – 7PM for peer support.  CHEO and the Royal have support groups.  Targeted age is children/youth 0 – 24.  Parents and caregivers are connected to organizations where help is available.  Results of a survey conclude 85% of those who answered were very satisfied with service.  This agency is funded by the Champlain LHIN.  The issue of privacy in small towns was raise. This issue is being included in the training for PLEO workers.
Restorative Justice in the Schools – Beth Peterkin presented information   that most referrals come from OPP, town police and the Crown Attorney.  Funding is obtained from Trillium, United Way and the Law Foundation of Ontario.  Beth would be happy to send out any information requested of her.  St. Francis School in Smith Falls was chosen for a meeting site.  Check website for community justice, or contact Beth personally.  Be a community champion.

Regional Process – Darrell Dean reported working on information to help Child Protection Standards.  Hope for implementation of CPIN system by 2019.  When dealing with confidential client info – look at careful posting, encourage review of privacy practices.

Planner Report – Report included in agenda package.  Highlights:  Jane attended forum on Violence against Women and one of the i.mportant focus was on rural transportation.
